In the
same period compound annual growth rates of area in Maharashtra, high growth rate was
observed for Onion and sunflower, medium for Gram and Sugarcane, low for total pulses, total
oilseeds, Cotton and negative for Bajra, Ragi, Jawar, total food grains, Groundnut, Sunflower
and total cereal.
